Sunday, March 10 
10:00—Czech Women’s Lives and 

Struggles for Equality  
Dr. Iveta J., Associate Professor of 
Women’s Studies and Literature at Antioch Uni-
versity Midwest, will speak about central issues 
and challenges faced by women (of varied eth-
nic backgrounds) living in the Czech Republic. 
She will explore contemporary issues faced by 
both white Czech women and by Romany and 
Vietnamese women living in the Czech Repub-
lic today and how all are affected, in different 
ways, by the ongoing disassembling of the so-
cialist welfare state as well as by the relatively 
recent accession of the Czech Republic to the 
European Union. 

Dr. J., was born in Czechoslovakia 
and was educated there through her MA de-
gree. She experienced the period of state so-
cialism and the 1989 Velvet Revolution in 
which, at age 23, she was an active participant. 
She has directed Antioch’s Women’s and Gen-
der Studies in Europe program since 2004.  

As historical background, she will review 
the Czech women’s emancipation movement 
first formed as part of the broader nationalist 
struggle in the 19th century; the socialist period

and its only partially fulfilled promise for 
equality of the sexes; and lessons learned 
from the often contentious exchanges be-
tween western feminists and Czech women 
after the fall of state socialism in 1989.
